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Perusal of the record shows that the present writ petition has been filed by the petitioner for challenging the
order dated 08.09.2009 passed by respondent no.2- Director Disease Control and Farm Animal Husbandry, Uttar
Pradesh, Lucknow, after an inordinate delay of about ten years without giving any reasonable, plausible and
sufficient explanation for the said inordinate delay. The writ petition suffers from laches due to inordinate delay.

In view of the above observation, the present writ petition is dismissed on the ground of delay and laches.
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The High Court therefore erred in dismissing the writ petition on grounds of delay. The illegality
and the disproportionate nature of the order dated 08.09.2009, with no third party rights affected, never
engaged the attention of the High Court in judicious exercise of the discretionary equitable jurisdiction.
Consequently, the impugned order of the High Court as well as order dated 08.09.2009 of the respondents
are set aside, and the appeal is allowed.”
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
